Specific: Implement of campus or district-wide behavior management systems, with counselers and professional development. Measurable: Complete threat assessment, planning, stakeholder input, training, and metric based implementation, and evaluation. Achievable: The school system will hire one full time staffer to manage this grant and train all teachers and counselors at three impacted campuses. Relevant: The goal aligns with grant expectations. 
Time-bound: The planning school year will be 2023-2024, and implementation will be 2024-2025.

The assessment will consider: (1) threats/student needs, (2) implementation needs, (2) classroom management and teacher professional development, and (3) individual student case managment practices, protocols and systems, including partnership with Heart to Home Ministeries. By Janurary 2024, the school-distict will have posted and hired one-full time staffer to implement a behavior managment system starting in the 2024-2025 school year and will have formed a district planning and implementation committee with a variety of stakeholders.

The plan will include: (1) behavior expectations, positive behavior reinforcement, and consequences, and classroom managment, (2) broad and deep professoinal development on class room management, at-risk students, bullying, student mental health needs, and forming personal teacher-student relationships, and the ability to identify students needing case management, (3) staffing changes, including increased counselors and hiring one staff to implement grant, (4) parent and stakeholder involvement, (5) individual student case managment systems, and (6) detailed implementation plans with dates and assessements, and metrics and benchmarks to measure and monitor success and will increase mentorship support from Heart to Home Ministeries. By Janurary 2024, the school-distict will have posted and hired additional counseslors to implement a three campus behavior managment system.

All teachers counselors, and other staff will be trained on the system. Principals will be required to implement the system with fidelity using metrics and "classroom walk-through" evaluation tools.  The plan will include metrics to measure specific teacher training in behavior managment and student mental health. The school will idenity at risk students and implement a student case managment system that improves student behavior and life skills outcomes. For these students, the district will  increase mentorship of Heart to Home Ministeries. In addition, counselor supports will be present at every campus. By December 2024, the school system will analyze behavior incident data, survey students in case management, attendance data, consistency of implementation, and student outcomes.

1. SMART Goal: By January 2024, the school-district will complete a campus-by-campus threat assessment to understand behavior managment needs and hire one full-time staffer. If off track: Consider if there are more staffing resources needed to complete threat assessment or outstide partnerships that can help with assessment. 
2. SMART Goal: By May 2024, the school-district will have completed a full-scale plan to implement and monitor a three campus behavior management system. Evaluation: 1. By the start of school year 2024, survey teachers and staff to determine their readiness to fully implement the behavior management system, including identifying students for case management. The survey will include both qualitative and quantiative questions. If off track: Identify implementation and training concerns and alter program to address any gaps. 2. Tools for principals to use to implement classroom walkthroughs, and determine implementation fidelity metrics. If off track: Ensure resources are in place to implement with fidelity and remove roadbocks. 
3. SMART Goal: By December 2024, the school system will review three month implementation data: Evaluation: 1. Survey to determine implementation fidelity, including surveying teachers satisfaction, parent input, and students in case management. If off track: Identify implementation and training concerns and alter program to address any implementation or management gaps. 2. Review principals classroom walkthroughs and feedback data to determine teacher effectiveness at implementation and student behavior. 3. Review the following metrics:  behavior incident data, behavior/incident resolutation data, student case management data and results and mentorship outcomes, attendance and student performance data, and consistency of implementation. If off track: Consider if additional training is needed to ensure implementation fidelity; consider if case management system is identifing all students and helping with their individualized needs; seek detailed input from staff on how to improve program; consider staffing changes or increased counselor or mentorship.
	form1_5.Page5.form1-Page5-StatProgReq1Txt: We will choose a campus based on our detailed threat assessment. We will specifically try to identify and select our campuses with the greatest student needs based on each individual campuses:  
-behavior and mental health issues of students and student well-being; at some of our campuses mental health issues are extreme, including suicidal ideation, mental health issues, lack of parent or stable family support, bullying, and poor impulse control, etc., 
-number of new and inexperienced teachers and lack of classroom managmenet skills,
-leadership, staff and teacher response to different student misbehavior, resulting in inconsistent consequences and approaches to addressing behavior issues;
-ability to identify and manage at-risk students and behavior incidents, 
-number of disciplinary incidents, absentism, and student behavior and demongraphic data that supports need for full scale behavior management system; 
-teacher and staff stress, turnover, and burnout, 
-number of inconsistent learning activities or disrupted classrooms, 
-lack of existing behaivor managmenet system, and
-parent and staff input. 
After considering this individual campus data, we will also consider whether the school has a culture, climate, and leadership, that will support implemention of a behavior managmenet system with fidelity, including strong principal leadership and teacher dedication, staff growth mindset and readiness for change, a willingness to dedicate resources and collaborate, and long term vision for success with acceptance of signficant long term changes. We will then select and focus on the campuses and three campus feeder patterns where we can achieve the a significant positive impact on student behavior, academic performance, and school culture.
	form1_5.Page5.form1-Page5-StatProgReq2Txt: Our implementation plan would include the following components: threat assessment, planning, implemenation, and evulation at each campus with campus leader input. To make sure campus leaders stay committed to implementation of a behavior managmenet system with fidelity: 

-For input, planning and implementation, develop a campus leadership team and district Committee with campus stakeholders; Involve campus leaders and staff in decision making, planning and implementation; 
-For each campus, develop clear standardized protocols for conducting behavioral threat assessments. These protocols will outline the steps, roles, and responsibilities of campus leaders and staff;
-Hire one full-time grant implementation person to assist campus leaders; 
-Communicate the rationale behind the behavior management system clearly and transparently to campus leaders, including expectations, measurment tools, assessment, SMART goals, assignments, benchmarks, etc.; 
-Provide intensive campus leader professional development including workshops, seminars, or coaching to help staff understand and implement the system effectively and include grant funds for stipends; 
-Share success stories and use teachers with great behavior management as exemplars that can model for other teachers, recognize efforts, encourage collaboration; 
-Address concerns by allowing for transparent feedback and follow up on issues identified; 
-Use the grant to provide behavior resources, including counselors and individual student case management at each campus;
-Create positive school climate and culture were campus leaders and staff feel supported in implementation; 
-Transparently share data and progress as we monitor SMART goals at each campus; 
-Implement with fidelity so that expectations are clear; and
-Share honest, real-time feedabck so that staff can readily improve.

-Include one or more parents in the threat assessment, planning, implementation and evaulation district Committee; 
-Seek parent feedback at each step: threat assessment, planning, implementation and evaulation;
-Provide parents with information on the behavior management planning and adoption process and ways to give input and stay informed; 
-Provide parents with workshops or training to learn about behavior management strategies to reinforce campus efforts, especiall regarding mental health; 
-Include behavior management as a component of parent-teacher conferences and other parent interactions with the school; 
-If a student is identified for student case management, interact with the parent to help set student's goals, reinforce behaviors at to home and school and collaborate with the parents in developing and implementing the student's plan and review progress together; help parent montior student progress and understand mentorship goals; 
-Seek the parents advice and guidance on their individual student during student boarding; and
-Allow for parent input and feedback at every level of the process. 

We will develop SMART goals and metrics to ensure parent support and input is monitored throughout the process. An example of a SMART goal would be (1) he number of parents included on the Committee; (2) The number of parents surveyed and incoroporation of parent feedback; (3) The number of parent behavior management implementation workshops; (4) The number of parents contacted if a student is identified for case management, and (5) Parent evaluation of program or student results.

-For threat assessment, planning, implementation, and evaulation have a district Committee;
-Hire one full-time person to project manage all aspects of grant; 
-Utilize grant funds to hire additional counselors and mentors at each campus; 
-Communicate the rationale behind the threat assessment, planning, implementation and evaluation of the behavior management system clearly and transparently, including expectations, measurment tools, assessment, SMART goals, assignments, benchmarks, etc.; 
-Provide intensive implementation professional development including workshops, seminars, or coaching to help staff understand and implement the system effectively and to ensure staff have mental health, student-teacher relationships, classroom management and other tools;
-Provide grant funds as stipends and incentives; 
-Involve staff in decision making, planning, implementation and evaluation; 
-Share success stories and use teachers with great behavior management as exemplars that can model for other teachers, recognize efforts, encourage collaboration; 
-Address concerns by allowing for transparent feedback and follow up on issues identified; 
-Use the grant to provide behavior resources, including counselors and individual student case management;

-Each campus will have representatives on the threat assessment, planning, implementation and evaluation district Committee; 
-The grant program will begin by conducting a threat assessment of each campus's current behavioral threat assessment practices. This will involve gathering information about the existing procedures, protocols, and resources used by the campuses to address behavioral threats;
-Each campus will have access to the full-time staff person hired to manage the grant; 
-Each campus will have staff trained with intensive professional development tailored to the campus needs; 
-Each campus will be allocated resources, including additional counselors, student case managements systems, tools and mentors; 
-Each campus will ensure there is a cohesive and coordinated approach to addressing behavioral concerns including campus leadership walkthrough tools and real-time support and feedback to teachers; 
-Each campus will have communication protocols so that team members, school administrators, teachers, counselors, and external mental health professionals can share information and collaborate;
-Campus data related to student behavior, displine, mental health and student case managmeent will be generated and provided for decision-making and support continuous improvement; and 
-Each campus will be responsible for having a sustainablity plan so that the behavior management system becomes permanent. 
We will develop SMART goals and metrics to ensure campus supports throughout the process. An example of a SMART goal would be the number of campus leaders on the district Committee; and The number of campus staff surveyed and having feedback incoporated.

We do not have a formal or consistent behavior managmenet system, which is why this grant would greatly benefit the selected campuses, students, and teachers by putting in place a long-term and research-based behavior managment system with individual student case management. 

Currently, we always seek to provide all students with a loving, supportive, school community, and focus on student character, self-regulation and behavior management. We have a formal displine process for routine student issues and classroom management and related professional development for teachers, but more resources through this grant would be helpful. Currenlty, we informally identify highly at risk students through informal processess and case management. Specifically our teachers and staff our trained to identify students with:  

-higher numbers of disciplinary incidents, disruptive behaviors, mental health issues, poor impulse control and classroom disruptions or that lack of preventative stategies, self-management, coping or relationship strategies;
-lack of family support or parent concerns about their student's lack of a behavior management and its impact on their child's education and well-being; 
-high levels of negative peer interactions; and  
-high levels of stress and anxiety affecting their emotional well-being and mental health. 

Once a student is identified for assistance, we seek to provide one-on-one counseling and in-classroom supports and teacher professional development. We have formulated a partnership with Heart to Home Ministries to provide mentorship. The resources of this grant would greatly expand our capacity and capabilities.
