Targeted communities: The program will prioritize serving students and families in the Hays and Travis County communities, where there is a pressing need for long-term social and emotional development support. Addressing disparities: The program will specifically address the higher dropout rates among students who identify as BIPOC (Black, Indigenous, and People of Color) and economically disadvantaged. Data indicates that dropout rates are significantly higher for students of lower income, which constitutes the majority (more than 75%) of the student population at Texas Preparatory Schools. Additionally, the dropout rate is also elevated (1.5x higher) for students of color, who make up 90% of the TPS population. By considering these factors, the Boys and Girls Club of South Central Texas and Texas Preparatory Schools will ensure that the Student Support Program reaches the campuses most in need of social and emotional development initiatives, particularly among BIPOC and economically disadvantaged students in Hays and Travis County.

Volunteers will undergo a rigorous screening process, including a standardized application, interviews, and comprehensive background checks.The screening and onboarding process for volunteers will be equally thorough and well-documented as that for paid Program employees, ensuring the safety and well-being of students, staff, and program fidelity.Completed files will be maintained for all volunteers participating in service delivery, and any complaints or incidents will be promptly investigated and appropriate actions taken.University/College Student Volunteers:Students from Texas State University and other local colleges who are interested in volunteering as tutors or mentors will be screened by their institutions before referral. However, Texas Preparatory School will still implement the Program's full screening process to ensure suitability for Program roles. Program staff will also consult with the supervising instructors of university/college student volunteers as part of the screening process to assess their strengths and identify any areas of concern.Volunteer Placement and Supervision: After completing the screening and training, volunteers will be placed in Program roles where their assistance can be most beneficial to individual students, student groups, and parents. This may include roles such as tutors, mentors, activity group leaders, sports coaches or referees, instructors of specific skill-based courses, and parent supports. Volunteers will receive specific training and ongoing supervision for their assigned roles. Volunteers who do not meet Program standards in terms of behavior or performance will be promptly relieved of their responsibilities.

	StatProgReq3Txt[0]: To address Behavioral Threats, Texas Preparatory Schools has established a Safety and Security Committee.This committee in instances of Behavioral Threats shall consult with local law enforcement agencies on methods to increase law enforcement presence near district campuses and with local mental health experts/agencies on methods to increase support for students exhibiting behavioral threats.In preparation for and in the event of any emergency/behavioral threat, the Safety and Security Team follow the below action steps: In identification of student support needs, the Safety and Security Comittee elicits the expertise of its Special Education Coordinator, Campus Directors and Parents regarding the student in question.Upon identification from Campus Director and Special Education Coordinator any student in need of behavioral support, the students parent is contacted to conference to discuss the behaviors/circumstances experienced on campus by their student.Should this students behavior be classified as a Behavioral Threat, a representative of the Texas Preparatory School Safety and Security Team will be present during the conference with the parent. With consent from parent, the Special Education Coordinator will then acquire the necessary supports through various Special Education partners and contractors. These partnerships include but are not limited to child mental specialists, speech pathologists and occupational therapists.The Special Education Coordinator is in constant review of current partnerships in the areas of external mental health and behavioral health providers to identify those partnerships that will be helpful throughout the year. Upon consent from any parent, the Special Education Coordinator will vie for support to the mental/behavioral health provider and establish a consultation with the student with parent present to further explore the students needs and means of support to provided by Texas Preparatory Schools.

This survey allows parents to provide information about their child's specific needs and challenges. Additionally, staff members observe students and identify any behaviors that may require attention. Staff members communicate these concerns in writing to ensure they are properly addressed with students and their parents.In situations where student behavior creates a need for intervention, a comprehensive assessment of the student's needs and exhibited behaviors is conducted. This assessment helps to identify the specific areas where support is required and determines the appropriate course of action.To meet these identified needs, TPS establishes partnerships with external mental health and behavioral health providers. These partnerships involve collaborating with organizations that offer mental health programming to the community. When a student's needs exceed the capabilities of TPS, these partnerships provide access to additional support and resources.When necessary, TPS reaches out to these external organizations for backup support and makes parents aware of the available resources. These partnerships also involve organizing workshops on various mental health topics throughout the school year, benefiting students and enhancing their mental well-being.Through a combination of self-reporting surveys, staff observations, and community partnerships with mental health providers, TPS effectively identifies student support needs and ensures that appropriate external resources are utilized to meet those needs. By actively engaging with external organizations, the LEA strives to provide comprehensive support for students' mental health and behavioral needs.

Researchers have identified key elements of effective programs, such as sequenced activities, active learning, a focus on specific social-emotional skills, and explicit skill-building.By integrating social-emotional development into the structures and practices of institutions, safe and supportive environments for learning can be created.Within TPS,social-emotional development is incorporated into structured programming across all core program areas.It supports the priority outcomes of Academic Success,Healthy Lifestyles, and Good Character and Citizenship.The integration of social-emotional development occurs in both formal and informal settings, recognizing its impact on individual outcomes as well as the broader community.Through the grant program,TPS will further advance social-emotional development efforts based on insights gained from national pilot initiatives.While Club youth report high levels of perseverance and peer support, there is room for improvement in areas such as anxiety levels, coping with challenges,and building positive relationships, particularly among girls and boys highlighting the need for enhancing social-emotional skills and supports.By utilizing the grant program,TPS will strengthen its focus on mental health, behavioral/emotional health and physical health/wellness, supplementing existing efforts and working towards comprehensive support for students in these areas.
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
