Expansion Amendments 

Pursuant to SB 668, a charter holder may submit a request for approval for an expansion amendment up to 18 

months before the date on which the expansion will be effective. A request for approval of an expansion 

amendment does not obligate the charter holder to complete the proposed expansion. 

An expansion amendment is an amendment that permits a charter school to: 

extend the grade levels it serves; 

add an additional campus: 

add an additional site: 

change its geographic boundaries; or 

increase its maximum allowable enrollment.
