2021 Report of Required Corrections and the Report of Editorial Changes; require that all
instructional materials meet established manufacturing standards and specifications; require all
electronic instructional materials to comply with the Web Content Accessibility Guidelines, Level
2.0 AA and the technical standards required by the Federal Rehabilitation Act, Section 508;
approve changes and corrections submitted in response to written comments and public
testimony; and place instructional materials submitted for adoption on the adopted list as
indicated on the Proclamation 2021 List of Instructional Materials Eligible for Adoption.

The amendment would update the
rule to align with the requirement in House Bill (HB) 3, 86th Texas Legislature, 2019, that
students complete and submit a financial aid application as a requirement for high school
graduation. Additionally, the proposed amendment would establish that students may satisfy the
graduation requirement to demonstrate proficiency in certain speech skills in Grade 8 or higher.
