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In order to inform policy makers and support best practices, TEA required Local Education Agencies
(LEASs) to submit a crisis code indicator on students impacted by COVID-19. This information will not
be used for any accountability purposes. These codes were submitted in June 2020 as part of a
regular student data collection cycle. Please note the data submitted in June 2020 is preliminary
data. LEAs are able to update or submit additional data through July 16, 2020.

For each student enrolled on the last day of school, each LEA reported a code representing the
degree to which the student was a) engaged (e.g., completing assignments) and b) contactable (e.g.
responsive to teacher outreach). The LEA also reported change over time in the student’s pattern of
engagement and contact. More details on the exact reporting requirements can be found in this
May 7, 2020 communication to LEAs.
