The applicant will
increase awareness by providing training to at least 95% of the district's employees; maintain monthly community
outreach and offer monthly events that engage students & parents in education and help to build relationships to
influence student outcomes.

The purpose of applying for this grant is to provide awareness of the homeless student through staff training on the
identification of homeless students and to provide access to services that address the social and academic needs of the
students. The applicant is proposing to use these grant funds to maximize services by providing various activities. The
applicant will utilize some of its funds to pay a portion of the Homeless Liaison salary. The position of the Homeless Liaison
will be to oversee, implement the grant activities and evaluate effectiveness of the project. The liaison will ensure that
district staff and others are trained on the identification of homeless students. The liaison will be responsible for
disseminating information regarding the homeless program. The liaison will also educate themselves by attend all
conferences and meetings that pertain to homelessness. The applicant will also ensure students have access to services by
notifying appropriate staff of student’s status, conduct a student/family needs assessment, and refer student/family to
appropriate resources, assisting with supplies so students are school ready. Furthermore, the applicant will be working to
engage the students/families in the academic process of their students by providing homework/testing tips & strategies,
take home activities, and other events (on how families can assist their students) to improve student achievement. The
applicant will offer a tutorial/homework assistance program to students that need additional help outside of school. Lastly,
the applicant will maintain documentation (such as sign-in sheets, PO’s, spreadsheets, etc.) as evidence of activities/events
have taken place. The applicant will conduct reviews throughout the school year to evaluate the progress of the activities
and make adjustments to project as needed to meet the student’s needs.

Other (District) Services:work with other various district programs such as Special Education, HeadStart, LEP/ESL to provide
identification and specific services to homeless students that fall into dual categories;Communities in Schools:refer students
to day and after school program for academic,social assistance and enrichment activities. In addition, the applicant will
work with the Title | Program to serve students living in homeless situations. The applicant will work in coordination with
Title | Program to ensure Title | funds are set aside for homeless students at non- Title | campuses. The applicant will utilize
these set aside funds to provide opportunities for students to be academically successful in the classroom by purchasing
instructional supplies,materials and other allowable items at these) non -Title campuses. This collaboration will assist
students from being excluded from regular education program participation. Additionally, the applicant intends to use
some of its Title and TEHCY grant funds to address parent engagement and invest in materials and host events that
promote student achievement. These needs and strategies will be addressed in the District Improvement Plan and will be
shared with the advisory committee. The applicant will also work with community stakeholders to provide services such
as:Project Back to School-solicit donations for school supplies/backpacks,Shelters:referrals for temporary housing, assist
with enrollment,supplies,transportation,referrals to special school programs,early learning programs, and advocacy;Food
Programs:work with Food Bank,area pantries to secure food,outreach/food programs(SNAP);Other services: provide
resources and referrals that link student/families to area social service agencies for services.

The applicant’s process for the development and preparation of the LEA’s plan for coordinating services for eligible
homeless children and unaccompanied youth (using Title |, Part A reservations/set-asides) is to first conduct a
meeting with the liaison, Title | Director, campus principal to review the needs of homeless students on their
campuses. Once this review is complete, the liaison will work with campus staff to ensure that these needs and
strategies are documented in the campus plan as well as in the district plan. The liaison will continue to work
collaboratively with the Title | Director and campus staff to understand the LEA's policies,procedures and coding to
support the needs of homeless children and unaccompanied youth. The liaison will also assist in the planning and
purchasing process with the teacher to buy any supplies/materials or other allowable items that will assist the
student.

The applicant's set aside amount in 2019-2020 was $2000 and the planned reservation amount in 2020-2021 was
$2,000 total with $1,500 set a side for the needs of homeless students and unaccompanied youth. The other $500
was set aside for the district's non-Title | campuses to supplement services to homeless students and
unaccompanied youth needs.

The LEA has established processes and procedure already in place that deter stigmas of homeless children and
unaccompanied youth. School selection is used to determine the best interest of the student for the purpose of
continuing the student’s education in his/her school of origin. The LEA considers the best interests of the student
with regards to the impact of moving schools on the student’s achievement, education, health, and safety in order to
determine the best placement for the student. Enrollment of homeless students is immediate regardless of required
documentation. A grace period is given to these families to acquire the needed documents. The homeless liaison is
available to assist the student/family with needed documentation. In regards to transportation, all homeless students
are granted a special provision that allows them to receive "school of origin" transportation to stay at their home
campus. Homeless students are entitled to receive the same types of equitable services as all other students
receive in the district. With the designation of a Homeless Liaison, the liaison is able to bring awareness to this
population through semi/annual trainings as well as provide social and academic services to students by
collaborating with other “stakeholders” when applicable. Furthermore, the LEA has policies and procedures in place
that cover entrance to special programs such as Food Service HeadStart, PreK, and higher education. These
programs give priority to homeless students in need of these programs and services. The LEA also addresses
disputes in policy. If the student,parent,or guardian has a complaint about eligibility,school selection or enroliment
decisions made by the district,the student/family will have the right to use the complaint resolution procedures set
out in local policy. While pending final resolution,the district will immediately enroll the homeless student which
enrollment is sought and permit the student to attend classes,receive services & participate fully in school activities.

9. Program Requirements

services and support for homeless children and unaccompanied youth who are: A) Entering and/or returning to their schools from summer or
holiday break, B) Experiencing homelessness after the school year has started, C) Are not currently enrolled or attending school, and D) Are
eligible for early childhood and/or prekindergarten programs.

The WFISD has set policies and procedures for identifying new and returning students each school year. Initially, at
the beginning of each school year all parent/guardian(s) are asked to enroll their children in to school by using
INFOSNAP which is our online enroliment system. As part of the online enrollment process, parents/guardians will
compete the (SRQ) Student Residency Questionnaire which is used as a screening tool to identify students living in
homeless situations. However, once the school year has begun and a student has a change in status, a paper copy
will be given to them to document their new change in status/living situation. Any new students that enter the district
once the school year has started or after a break has ended will follow the same online enroliment process and fill
out the SRQ online. Once the SRQ’s are filled out, the forms are forwarded to the district's Homeless Liaison to
review and determine eligiblity for McKinney Vento services. The Homeless Liaison will work in coordination with
the local shelters and with other district staff to identify students that are new to the area or who are not currently
enrolled in our district. The liaison will regularly make sites visits to the local shelters to provide services and
resources to families/students as well as offer enrollment assistance. The liaison will also strategically place
homeless posters at places where families/students frequent to promote enroliment and school attendance. In
addition, the Homeless Liaison also partner with several departments within the district such as the Truancy Office,
counselors, Student Assignment, Special Education, Pregnancy Related Services, Headstart and others to assist in
identifying homeless students. Students identified by these staff members will notify the Homeless Liaison for
services. The liaison will also work with these departments to refer students to appropriate placements and
programs. Early Childhood Programs such as Headstart and PreK will follow the same enroliment processes &
procedures and will be give priority to enroll in these programs as homelessness is a qualifier for these programs.

2. Provide a description of the annual McKinney-Vento professional development plan that is currently in place to increase awareness,
support enroliment and identification, and increase staff capacity to respond to the unique educational needs of homeless children and
unaccompanied youth. Include training dates, duration of training, who was trained/will be trained, and a summary of the training content and
evaluation process. Include both external and internal professional development activities.

Currently, McKinney-Vento professional development consist of a annual training of staff before the start of the
school year. Through the Federal Programs Office, campus administrators are trained on McKinney-Vento and the
services available to students. Due to COVID restrictions, trainings were conducted via Google Meets this past year
with small groups of administrators which were conducted from March 30-June 3. The Homeless Liaison also
offered trainings to other district personnel such as secretaries(9/29), attendance clerks, At-Risk Coordinators(9/29),
registrars (8/12), counselors (9/29) and others regarding homeless and unaccompanied youth (this was done via
Google Meets this year due to COVID, trainings are usually 30-45 mins). The training covers topics such as what is
homelessness,laws rights of students, how to identify students living in homeless situations, how do they qualify for
our specific program, what are the steps to take after the SRQ’s are filled out and what types of services are
provided to these students. The liaison also provides time for a question & answer session regarding the program.
Additionally, the liaison reviews where to find homeless information and resources on each campuses homepage as
well as where to find this on the district page. Business cards, posters and brochures are shared with all attendees
that attend the training. The liaison maintains the Power Point presentation and sign-in sheets of each training.
Currently, we do not have a comprehensive evaluation process in place to evaluate our McKinney Vento trainings.
However, the district is looking into adding a virtual training on "homelessness" that will be mandatory for all staff to
watch and receive certification of completion of the course.

A)Attendance &Engagement: liaison will provide training with attendance staff, conduct home/campus visits, attend
court hearing, phone calls, email, text will also be done to engage students/family and assess needs, B) On-time
promotion: liaison will work with campus staff to provide supplies/materials,and tutors C) Coordination of targeted
services: liaison will work with special programs to identify, notify & refer student to programs for services, D) Bridge
support services: work with others to provide wrap around services to address need, E) Assessment intervention/
services: liaison will monitor student’s progress each six weeks, if a student is failing then the student’s counselor
will be contacted to discuss possible interventions, students that are still not progressing after some tried
interventions they may be referred to the (MTSS) Multi Tired Support Team on campus to provide support/solutions
or recommend students to even more specialized program such as Special Education/LEP. F)Discipline
interventions: liaison will work with campus/district administrators to make appropriate recommendations &
placements G )tutoring services:the applicant will utilize some grant funds to provide a supplemental tutoring
program. H) Supplemental academic programs: liaison will work with the Title | Program to provide academic/social
supports to students at both Title | and non-Title | campuses, 1) Other programs/services: liaison will work with other
community organizations, agencies, and groups to link students/families to resources and services.
