As they spend the day together and the
speaker joins them for a hike and cooking in the kitchen, students could show how the speaker becomes
more comfortable being around them. In another paragraph, the student could describe the evening as
the speaker and the grandparents lay in the yard. The student could describe how the grandmother
described the beautiful night sky and how her description made the speaker realize how wonderful the
grandparents are as well. Students could continue to show how comfortable the speaker was with one
grandparent on either side. In conclusion, students could explain how the speaker feels nervous about
spending time with the grandparents but comes to appreciate them and feel completely at ease.
