Texas law requires all students who fail to score approaches or higher on STAAR grades 3—8 or EOC
assessments be provided accelerated instruction. This law - established in HB 4545, 87R - was
recently updated with the passage of HB 1416, 88R. Qualifying students must be:

OR
e Provided targeted instruction in the TEKS for the applicable grade levels and subject area with

e Limited to two subjects per year, prioritizing math and RLA;
‘ I I I I I I I ‘ e Provided in a group of no more than four students, unless the parent or guardian of each
student in the group authorizes a larger group;

e Designed to assist the student in achieving satisfactory performance in the applicable grade
level and subject area and includes effective instructional materials designed for
supplemental instruction;

e Provided by a person with training in the applicable instructional materials for the
supplemental instruction and provided by one person for the entirety of their accelerated
instruction.

A student who fails to perform satisfactorily on a STAAR grade 8 assessment and fails to perform
satisfactorily on a STAAR EOC assessment in grade 9 in the same content area needs an
accelerated education plan that includes 30 hours of supplemental instruction. (consecutive school
year failure)

A student who fails to perform satisfactorily on a STAAR grade 8 assessment and does not have to
take a STAAR EOC assessment in grade 9 in the same content area needs 15 hours of supplemental
instruction for failing to perform satisfactorily on the grade 8 assessment and 15 hours of
supplemental instruction after failing to perform satisfactorily on the STAAR EOC assessment in the
same content area. (Example: STAAR Science in grade 8 and STAAR Biology EOC in grade 10; not
consecutive school year)
